Notes
The important VOC controlled island of Java, with extensive explanatory text in panels on either side
and in banners along the top edge, an inset of Le Port de Batavia appears lower left.
The Chatelains based their maps on the work of contemporary and earlier cartographers and travel
writers, and the current map is based on Hadriaan Reland’s map, which was not published by the
Dutch until Johannes van Keulen, issued it as ‘Insulae Iavae pars Occidentalis edente Hadriano
Relando’ in 1728.
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
