Amsterdam is laid out in the
background, and all the major public buildings are shown and named including: the Westerkerk,
Noorderkerk, Stadthuis, Oude Kerk, and the Zuider kerk, the Portuguese Synagogue, the



Oosterkerk, and East India House.
